Epistle Reading -- 1 Corinthians 8:1-13

Concerning food offered to idols: we know that “all of us possess knowledge.”
This “knowledge” puffs up, but love builds up. If anyone imagines that he knows
something, he does not yet know as he ought to know. But if anyone loves God, he is
known by God.

Therefore, as to the eating of food offered to idols, we know that “an idol has no
real existence,” and that “there is no God but one.” For although there may be so-
called gods in heaven or on earth—as indeed there are many “gods” and many
“lords”— yet for us there is one God, the Father, from whom are all things and for
whom we exist, and one Lord, Jesus Christ, through whom are all things and through
whom we exist.

However, not all possess this knowledge. But some, through former association
with idols, eat food as really offered to an idol, and their conscience, being weak, is
defiled. Food will not commend us to God. We are no worse off if we do not eat, and
no better off if we do. But take care that this right of yours does not somehow




become a stumbling block to the weak. For if anyone sees you who have knowledge
eating in an idol’s temple, will he not be encouraged, if his conscience is weak, to eat
food offered to idols? And so by your knowledge this weak person is destroyed, the
brother for whom Christ died. Thus, sinning against your brothers and wounding their
conscience when it is weak, you sin against Christ. Therefore, if food makes my brother
stumble, | will never eat meat, lest | make my brother stumble.

Why was it so important for
Jesus to be born as a man?

Jesus had a big job ahead of Him when He
was born! If you really think about it, Jesus
was born to die on the cross to pay for the sins of the whole
world. But before He died, He lived a perfect life under God’s
Law. That means that during His entire life, Jesus never sinned.
Not even once! As a man, Jesus took the place of mankind
under the Law and fulilled it. That means that for every time we
failed to keep the Law, Christ succeeded!

Why was it important
for Jesus to be true God?

It would take more than an ordinary man to suffer and die on
the cross to pay for the sins of the whole world. Jesus had to

be true God so that He could live a perfect life and fulfill the
requirements of the Law, die a perfect death on the cross, and
rise from the dead victorious over sin, death and the devil! All of
this He did in obedience to the Father and out of complete and
total love for us. Through faith, the Holy Spirit delivers all of the
great things Jesus won for us in His death and resurrection!

Parents: Review the Ten Commandments with your child
(Ex. 20:1-17). Discuss the commandments and be sure to
point out just how often we fail to keep them. Remind your
child that because of Christ’s perfect sacrifice on the cross,
in faith we have the forgiveness of sins, life and salvation.
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
