Now, for those of you who are not doing Bible in a Year, we’ve got a special treat for
you this morning. Our intent is to connect the summary commandment from
Leviticus to the summary commandment from Jesus’ Sermon on the Mount. | want
to dispel the false notion that the Old Testament is Law and the New Testament is
Grace; that people in Old Testament times were saved by their obedience to the
Law and therefore had it tough, while people in the New Testament era are saved
by grace and therefore have it easy. Scripture teaches that people from the days of
Adam and Eve were always saved by God’s grace. But that grace, while free and
wonderful, is not easy. Your calling and mine is a high and a holy one. God, who has
called you out of darkness into his wonderful light, has not given you over to sloth
and a live of ease; but rather, you have been saved from a dull and meaningless life
to one of adventure, risk and challenge. It is good. It is anything but easy.

We welcome to the Lord’s Table all who have been baptized in the name of the Triune God, can examine
themselves spiritually and believe they receive the true body and blood of the Lord Jesus Christ for the
forgiveness of sins and as a profession of their faith. If you hold a profession of faith that differs from that of
our congregation, please speak to the Pastor before the start of the service before communing.
o  We believe the body and blood of Christ are truly present in the bread and wine.
o  We believe Christ offers the forgiveness of sins in the Lord’s Supper, but that the Lord’s Supper is not
necessary for salvation.
o We believe the Lord’s Supper remembers the death of Christ and proclaims his death until he returns.
o We believe the Lord’s Supper is a statement of unity in the body of Christ; we do not believe it creates
that unity.
During the distribution, you are encouraged to sing the Distribution Hymns, pray, or meditate on the words
“this is my body... this is my blood, given for you.”
The cups at the center of the Individual Communion tray contain diluted wine for those with alcohol
sensitivities.
