This morning, we celebrate “Palm Sunday.”

Do you know why we call the Sunday before Easter “Palm Sunday”?

Yes, Pastor, | do! When Jesus came into Jerusalem, the people laid their cloaks and
palm branches on the road ahead of him, and shouted, “Hosanna!”

So you might find it interesting that, even though all four Gospels record the event of
Jesus coming into Jerusalem, only one (John) mentions palm branches specifically.

This morning, we are going to take a look at what Jesus did when he came into
Jerusalem on the first day of the week on which he was killed, and one week before the
resurrection. |think you’ll be surprised at what you find. Surprised and encouraged.
We know that Jesus came into Jerusalem to shouts of “Hosanna” and praise from the
crowd that accompanied him from places like Galilee. But it's what Jesus does when he
comes into Jerusalem that means something for us. Jesus goes to the temple, drives out
those who buy and sell, and chastises the religious establishment. But even this is less
significant (I think) than something else that he does while he stands close to the Most
Holy Place.

I’'m looking forward to sharing God’s Word with you this morning.

We've got a lot of (good) ground to cover today as we begin Holy Week and make our
way from Jerusalem to the cross and to the empty tomb!
