This morning, we are going to spend time taking a look at part of our Bible in a Year
Reading for today: Jesus and the Samaritan Woman from John 4. My guess is that
you’ve probably heard about this story before (if not, that’s OK, we're going to cover
the basics this morning as well)—a woman with enough skeletons in her closet to
make Ezekiel’s valley of dry bones jealous meets Jesus in public where he reveals
himself to her as the Christ. What I think is the most important take-away from this
text is that Jesus is the Savior of sinful people from the wrong side of the tracks. If
Jesus is not above being the Savior of an adulterous Samaritan Woman, he is not
above being the Savior of anyone.

But there is more to the text than this. John is unique among the Gospel writers in
that he refuses to put things into his Gospel for no reason. The conversation Jesus
has with the Samaritan simply takes too much time for the only lesson to be a
general reaching that Jesus is the Savior of everyone. There’s more to the story of
Jesus and the Samaritan Woman than that. I think you’ll like what we find.

Also, thank you all for your prayers for my dad and our family last weekend. We are
blessed to have a loving and faithful congregation with us as we work through
managing the ravages of aging and the frailty of life. We are in as good a spot as we
can be: trusting in God’s mercy and provision. Good, however, is not always easy.
But our trust in the resurrection conquers even the most difficult and worst that a
world suffering from the disease of sin can summon.

Many Samaritans from that town believed in him because of the woman's
testimongj “Ie told me all that ] ever did.” 50 when the Samaritans came to him,
thcy asked him to stay with them, and he stayed there two clags. And many more
believed because of his word.Tl'leg said to the woman, “|t is no ]onger because of

what you said that we believe, for we have heard for ourselves, and we know that

this is indeed the Savior of the world.”
