Welcome to Worship! 
 
This morning our focus is on several verses from your Bible in a Year Reading for 
today.  In our reading, King David is giving his last words to his son, Solomon.  He 
tells his soon-to-be-king-progeny to seek the Lord with all of his heart, with the 
promise that the Lord reveals himself to those who seek him.  His words make sense 
and are echoed in many places in Scripture.   
 

But consider them: God rewards those who seek after him by revealing himself to 
them.  While this is true, it is not good news.  It is a command, a Law to seek God all 
the time everywhere in every way.  But we are weak, given to temptation and, in this 
case, laziness and lethargy.  I do not have it in me to seek after God day in and day out.  
David’s words to Solomon, meant as encouragement and loving admonition, are 
terrifying to someone who has a history of spiritual weakness.   
 

And then there is the Gospel Lesson for this morning, where God doesn’t wait for 
anyone to seek for him, to cultivate in themselves a love for all things divine and the 
will to follow through on those intentions, he seeks people out—not pious people, 
sinful, ugly, ungodly, like-you-and-me people.  “Look!  The Lamb of God who takes 
away the sin of the world.”  The Gospel is not that we can expect God to be faithful if 
we go first and are faithful to him, but that he loves us enough to seek us out, reveal 
himself to us, and then die for our sins on the cross.   
 

We’ve got a lot to cover this morning; a lot of good Gospel stuff!  Glad you are here…
