Maybe you've heard these words from the hymn "Blessed Assurance" by Fanny 
J Crosby. It doesn't get much play in the Lutheran Church due to some 
theological problems in the later verses, but odds are, you've heard it. The 
hymn makes a leap- a leap that the Scriptures themselves make. Jesus died and 
rose for the disciples. He died and rose for the whole world. He died and rose 
for the church. But for your purposes you can also say "He died and rose for 
me". 
That fact is hammered home in your baptism. We don't do group baptisms. 
Even when more than one person is to be baptized we say "I baptize you in the 
name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit" and 
immerse/sprinkle each individual with water.
