e We believe the Lord’s Supper remembers the death of Christ and proclaims his death until he returns.
o We believe the Lord’s Supper is a statement of unity in the body of Christ; we do not believe it creates
that unity.

“this is my body... this is my blood, given for you.”
The cups at the center of the Individual Communion tray contain diluted wine for those with alcohol
sensitivities.
