Epistle - Romans 8:18-27

For | consider that the sufferings of this present time are not worth comparing
with the glory that is to be revealed to us.

be set free from its bondage to decay and obtain the freedom of the glory of the
children of God.

[P} The Holy Gospel according to St. Matthew, the thirteenth chapter.

[Jesus] put another parable before them, saying, “The kingdom of heaven may be
compared to a man who sowed good seed in his field,
but while his men were sleeping, his enemy came and sowed weeds among the
wheat and went away. So when the plants came up and bore grain, then the weeds
appeared also. And the servants of the master of the house came and said to him,
‘Master, did you not sow good seed in your field? How then does it have weeds?’
He said to them, ‘An enemy has done this.” So the servants said to him, ‘Then do
you want us to go and gather them?’ But he said, 'No, lest in gathering the weeds
you root up the wheat along with them.

Sharing of Peace

Distribution

We welcome to the Lord’s Table all who have been baptized in the name of the Triune God, can examine themselves spiritually and
believe they receive the true body and blood of the Lord Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of sins and as a profession of their faith. If you
hold a profession of faith that differs from that of our congregation, please speak to the Pastor before the start of the service before
communing.

We believe the body and blood of Christ are truly present in the bread and wine.

We believe Christ offers the forgiveness of sins in the Lord’s Supper, but that the Lord’s Supper is not necessary for salvation.

We believe the Lord’s Supper remembers the death of Christ and proclaims his death until he retumns.

We believe the Lord’s Supper is a statement of unity in the body of Christ; we do not believe it creates that unity.
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During the distribution, you are encouraged to sing the Distribution Hymns, pray, or meditate on the words ‘this is my body... this is my
blood, given for you.”
The cups at the center of the Individual Communion tray contain diluted wine for those with alcohol sensitivities.
