For in this 

tent we groan, longing to put on our heavenly dwelling, if indeed by putting it on we 

may not be found naked. For while we are still in this tent, we groan, being burdened—

not that we would be unclothed, but that we would be further clothed, so that what is 

mortal may be swallowed up by life.

So we are always of good courage. We know that while we are at home in the body 

we are away from the Lord, for we walk by faith, not by sight.

Holy Gospel   

P The Holy Gospel according to St. Mark, the third chapter. 

  

 
  

And he said, “The kingdom of God is as if a man should scatter seed on the ground. He 

sleeps and rises night and day, and the seed sprouts and grows; he knows not how. The 

earth produces by itself, first the blade, then the ear, then the full grain in the ear. But 

when the grain is ripe, at once he puts in the sickle, because the harvest has come.” 

And he said, “With what can we compare the kingdom of God, or what parable shall we 

use for it? It is like a grain of mustard seed, which, when sown on the ground, is the 

smallest of all the seeds on earth, yet when it is sown it grows up and becomes larger 

than all the garden plants and puts out large branches, so that the birds of the air can 

make nests in its shade.” 

With many such parables he spoke the word to them, as they were able to hear it. He 

did not speak to them without a parable, but privately to his own disciples he explained 

everything.

Distribution 

We welcome to the Lord’s Table all who have been baptized in the name of the Triune God, can examine 
themselves spiritually and believe they receive the true body and blood of the Lord Jesus Christ for the 
forgiveness of sins and as a profession of their faith.  If you hold a profession of faith that differs from that of 
our congregation, please speak to the Pastor before the start of the service before communing.   

We believe the body and blood of Christ are truly present in the bread and wine. 
We believe Christ offers the forgiveness of sins in the Lord’s Supper, but that the Lord’s Supper is not 

necessary for salvation. 
We believe the Lord’s Supper remembers the death of Christ and proclaims his death until he returns. 
We believe the Lord’s Supper is a statement of unity in the body of Christ; we do not believe it creates that 

unity. 
During the distribution, you are encouraged to sing the Distribution Hymns, pray, or meditate on the words 
“this is my body… this is my blood, given for you.”   
The cups at the center of the Individual Communion tray contain diluted wine for those with alcohol 
sensitivities.
