Epistle -- Romans 10:5-17

Moses writes about the righteousness that is based on the law, that the person who
does the commandments shall live by them. But the righteousness based on faith says,
“Do not say in your heart, ‘Who will ascend into heaven?’” (that is, to bring Christ down)
or ““Who will descend into the abyss?’” (that is, to bring Christ up from the dead). But




what does it say? “The word is near you, in your mouth and in your heart” (that is, the
word of faith that we proclaim); because, if you confess with your mouth that Jesus is
Lord and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. For
with the heart one believes and is justified, and with the mouth one confesses and is
saved. For the Scripture says, “Everyone who believes in him will not be put to shame.”
For there is no distinction between Jew and Greek; the same Lord is Lord of all,
bestowing his riches on all who call on him. For “everyone who calls on the name of the
Lord will be saved.”

But how are they to call on him in whom they have not believed? And how are they
to believe in him of whom they have never heard? And how are they to hear without
someone preaching? And how are they to preach unless they are sent? As it is written,
“How beautiful are the feet of those who preach the good news!” But they have not all
obeyed the gospel. For Isaiah says, “Lord, who has believed what he has heard from
us?” So faith comes from hearing, and hearing through the word of Christ.

The room near the sanctuary is called the "sacristy.” + H

church. The use of sacristies became common over
1500 years ago. In most churches you will find the sacristy
beside or behind the altar area (called the chancel).

C? ? What is it used for?

The sacristy is the storage place for the

sacred items used in God's house. For
A example, the vessels and utensils used for Holy
Communion are stored there, as well as extra
candles, oil and banners. Keeping them in a
separate room helps to ensure they are not
broken, misplaced or disturbed in any way. Some
churches may have two kinds of sacristies. One
is the "clergy sacristy” where the pastor keeps
his vestments (the clothes he wears during the
service). The other is the “altar quild sacristy” where the people
who help keep the chancel looking nice store their supplies.

Parents: Before or after the service, allow your
children to go into the sacristy to get a better look.
Instruct them to be careful. The items there are set
aside for use in the service. Help them to remember
why the church uses a sacristy.
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
