Between one and two million people would like to adopt children.

There are waiting lists of couples who would like to adopt infants with special needs, such as Down
syndrome and Spina Bifida.

Unwed mothers who choose adoption are more likely to finish school and less likely to live in poverty
than single mothers. They delay marriage longer, are more likely to marry, and less likely to divorce.
They are more likely to be employed 12-months after the birth, and less likely to repeat out-of-wedlock
pregnancy.

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What is the “Agnus Dei”?

The "Agnus Dei” (pronounced AHN-yus
DAY-ee) has been sung by the Church
for almost 1,200 years. "Agnus Dei"” is
Latin for "Lamb of God.” We usually
sing these words in the Divine Service
after the Words of Institution have been
spoken by the pastor.

Why do we use the Agnus Dei?

In John 1:29, John the Baptizer proclaims, through the power
of the Holy Spirit, that Jesus is the "Lamb of God, who takes
away the sin of the world.” He said this as Jesus was walking
up to him. When we sing the Agnus Dei, like John the Baptizer,
we are once again hearing, proclaiming and learning the great
Gospel message which confesses that Christ is here with us in
Holy Communion, giving us His very body and blood for the
forgiveness of our sins. What a great way to recognize the real
presence of Christ in the Sacrament!

Parents:

After the Divine Service, read John 1:29-34 with your
children. Compare lohn the Baptizer's words to the
Passover story in Ex. 12:1-11, 21-23. Be sure to discuss
why John calls Jesus the “Lamb of God.” Jesus was the
ultimate sacrificial Lamb of God by whose death we have
been rescued from sin, death and the power of the devil.
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
