So one of the men who have accompanied us during all the time that the Lord Jesus
went in and out among us, beginning from the baptism of John until the day when he
was taken up from us—one of these men must become with us a witness to his
resurrection.” And they put forward two, Joseph called Barsabbas, who was also called
Justus, and Matthias. And they prayed and said, “You, Lord, who know the hearts of all,
show which one of these two you have chosen to take the place in this ministry and
apostleship from which Judas turned aside to go to his own place.” And they cast lots for
them, and the lot fell on Matthias, and he was numbered with the eleven apostles.

What do we call the room A
near the sanctuary? T
The room near the sanctuary is called the “sacristy.” T

See if you can find the door to the sacristy in your T
church. The use of sacristies became commaon over

1500 years ago. In most churches you will find the sacristy
beside or behind the altar area (called the chancel).

& ? What is it used for?

The sacristy is the storage place for the

sacred items used in God's house. For
rﬁ—"z“-‘ca example, the vessels and utensils used for Holy
Communicn are stored there, as well as extra
candles, oil and banners. Keeping them in a
separate room helps to ensure they are not
broken, misplaced or disturbed in any way. Some
churches may have two kinds of sacristies. One
is the “dergy sacristy” where the pastor keeps
his vestments (the dothes he wears during the
service). The other is the “altar guild sacristy” where the people
who help keep the chancel looking nice store their supplies.

Parents: Before or after the service, allow your
children to go into the sacristy to get a better look.
Instruct them to be careful. The items there are set
aside for use in the service. Help them to remember
whiy the church uses a sacristy.
