The most important way to thank God for your church workers is to
receive the gifts that He provides through them: go to church to receive
God’s gifts of Word and Sacrament. Take time to also say “thank vou” to
them and to show your appreciation in special ways. Pray for the church
workers at your congregation and all of the workers in the LCMS, thank-
ing God for their service.
