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ABSALOM

Who is the son of David? Just like Adam and Eve and Abram and Sarali, so also
David received a promise from God.

But this promise seems to
be in jeopardy when David’s son Absalom rebels against his own father. In the
end, however, this disobedient prince dies, hanging from a tree. Yes, God would
indeed establish David’s reign, but it would be through Jesus, the greater Son,
who is obedient to the will of His Father in heaven. This Prince of Peace dies by
hanging nailed to the tree of the cross so we can be restored as sons and daughters
of the King of kings.

Walk as children of light (for the fruit of light
is found in all that is good and right and true), and try to discern what
is pleasing to the Lord.
