What is The Festival
of the Holy Innocents?

The Festival of the Holy Innocents is
the day that we remember the children that were murdered at
Bethlehem. These children are considered by some to be the
first Christian martyrs. The word martyr (pronouned MAR-ter)
comes from a Greek word which means “witness.”

We learn in Matt. 2:1-18 that King Herod didn’t like the idea
that a new King was born. He thought that if he killed baby
Jesus, his worries would be gone. So he gave orders to have all
of the boys in Bethlehem two years and under killed. Herod's
soldiers marched into Bethlehem and did just that! But Herod
and his soldiers didn't know that an angel had told Joseph in a
dream to take Jesus and Mary and escape. When the soldiers
stormed Bethlehem, baby Jesus was safe and sound on his way
to Egypt. If you think about it, Jesus was saved from death as
a baby so that He could die for us a man. What a great and
glorious God we have! He keeps His promises!

Parents: Before or after the Divine Service, discuss the
meaning of the word martyr. At home, read the story
of the Holy Innocents. Be sure to give them examples of
other martyrs by reading their stories in Scripture. For
example, read the story of Stephen in Acts 6 and 7.
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
