Therefore, out of 
love to our guests, we invite to our altar to receive the Lord’s Supper those who are 
baptized, confirmed, repentant members of Lutheran Church – Missouri Synod 
congregations or sister congregations.  If you are visiting us today from another Christian 
denomination, we welcome you to come to the altar to receive a baptismal blessing.  
Please signify by crossing your arms over your chest upon kneeling.

Our Worship 
Our worship services are based on traditional church liturgies in which God speaks to us 
in His Word and we respond to Him.  These liturgies were used by the early church 
almost 2000 years ago and are rich in scriptural meaning, connecting us to our past -- and 
future -- in Christ Jesus.  There is a depth to Lutheran worship that can take time to 
appreciate, thus you may find that you don’t understand everything that is happening 
the first week you visit.  That’s OK, we encourage you to keep visiting!

P  Do you believe in Jesus Christ, His only Son, our Lord? 
C Yes, I believe in Jesus Christ, His only Son, our Lord, who was conceived by the 

Holy Spirit, born of the virgin Mary, suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, 
died and was buried. He descended into hell. The third day He rose again from 
the dead. He ascended into heaven and sits at the right hand of God the Father 
Almighty. From thence He will come to judge the living and the dead. 

P  Do you believe in the Holy Spirit? 
C Yes, I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy Christian Church, the communion of 

saints, the forgiveness of sins, the resurrection of the body, and the life 
everlasting. 

P  Do you hold all the prophetic and apostolic Scriptures to be the inspired Word of God? 
C I do. 
  
P Do you confess the doctrine of the Evangelical Lutheran Church, drawn from the 

Scriptures, as you have learned to know it from the Small Catechism, to be faithful 
and true?

P  Do you intend to hear the Word of God and receive the Lord’s Supper faithfully? 
C I do, by the grace of God. 

P Do you intend to live according to the Word of God, and in faith, word, and deed to 
remain true to God, Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, even to death? 

C I do, by the grace of God. 

P  Do you intend to continue steadfast in this confession and Church and to suffer all, 
even death, rather than fall away from it? 

C I do, by the grace of God. 

P We rejoice with thankful hearts that you have been baptized and have received the 
teaching of the Lord. You have confessed the faith and been absolved of your sins. 
As you continue to hear the Lord’s Word and receive His blessed Sacrament, He 
who has begun a good work in you will bring it to completion at the day of Jesus 
Christ.
