Then his master summoned him and said to him, ‘You wicked
servant! | forgave you all that debt because you pleaded with me. And should not you
have had mercy on your fellow servant, as | had mercy on you?’ And in anger his
master delivered him to the jailers, until he should pay all his debt. So also my
heavenly Father will do to every one of you, if you do not forgive your brother from
your heart.”

What is a “catechism”? l ‘
A catechism (pronounced KAT-eh-kizm) is

a book of instruction usually written in question

and answer form. The word “catechism” comes

from the Greek word katekhein, which means "to instruct.” A
catechism teaches the basics of the Christian faith.

Why do we need catechisms?

While visiting local churches, Martin Luther found many
pastors and their church members were unaware of the true
teachings of the Bible. Because of this, the people were fiving
immoral lives. Martin Luther wrote the
catechisms to instruct people in the basics
of the Christian faith, that they might
know Christ and His forgiveness and
live accordingly. We still use Luther's
Large and Small Catechisms so that
we never forget those things that
are necessary for faith in Christ.
