Communion Statement 
We believe that in the Lord’s Supper, Christ’s physical body and blood are present 
in the bread and wine (1 Cor. 11:23-25).  We also believe receiving the Lord’s 
Supper is an act of church fellowship. Scripture cautions that those who receive 
without recognizing Christ’s body and blood will bring judgment upon themselves 
(1 Cor. 11:27-29).  Therefore, out of love to our guests, we invite to our altar to 
receive the Lord’s Supper those who are baptized, confirmed, repentant members 
of Lutheran Church – Missouri Synod congregations or sister congregations.  If you 
are visiting us today from another Christian denomination, we welcome you to 
come to the altar to receive a baptismal blessing.  Please signify by crossing your 
arms over your chest upon kneeling. 

In preparation to receive the Lord’s Supper in a worthy manner please consider 
reading “Christian Questions with their Answers” on Page 329-330. If you are 
interested in exploring membership, please talk with Pastor Grimenstein or call 
the church office. 

Our Worship 
Our worship services are based on traditional church liturgies in which God speaks 
to us in His Word and we respond to Him.  These liturgies were used by the early 
church almost 2000 years ago and are rich in scriptural meaning, connecting us to 
our past -- and future -- in Christ Jesus.  There is a depth to Lutheran worship that 
can take time to appreciate, thus you may find that you don’t understand 
everything that is happening the first week you visit.  That’s OK, we encourage you 
to keep visiting!

Epistle Reading — 1 Corinthians 9:16–27 

 If I preach the gospel, that gives me no ground for boasting. For necessity is laid upon 
me. Woe to me if I do not preach the gospel! For if I do this of my own will, I have a 
reward, but not of my own will, I am still entrusted with a stewardship. What then is my 
reward? That in my preaching I may present the gospel free of charge, so as not to make 
full use of my right in the gospel. 
 For though I am free from all, I have made myself a servant to all, that I might win 
more of them. To the Jews I became as a Jew, in order to win Jews. To those under the 
law I became as one under the law (though not being myself under the law) that I might 



win those under the law. To those outside the law I became as one outside the law (not 
being outside the law of God but under the law of Christ) that I might win those outside 
the law. To the weak I became weak, that I might win the weak. I have become all 
things to all people, that by all means I might save some. I do it all for the sake of the 
gospel, that I may share with them in its blessings. 
 Do you not know that in a race all the runners compete, but only one receives the 
prize? So run that you may obtain it.  Every athlete exercises self-control in all things. 
They do it to receive a perishable wreath, but we an imperishable. So I do not run 
aimlessly; I do not box as one beating the air. But I discipline my body and keep it under 
control, lest after preaching to others I myself should be disqualified.

   Immediately [Jesus] left the synagogue and entered the house of Simon and 
Andrew, with James and John. Now Simon’s mother-in-law lay ill with a fever, and 
immediately they told him about her. And he came and took her by the hand and 
lifted her up, and the fever left her, and she began to serve them. 

 That evening at sundown they brought to him all who were sick or oppressed by 
demons. And the whole city was gathered together at the door. And he healed many 



who were sick with various diseases, and cast out many demons. And he would not 
permit the demons to speak, because they knew him. 
 And rising very early in the morning, while it was still dark, he departed and went 
out to a desolate place, and there he prayed.

In the same way also He took the cup after supper, and when He had given  
thanks, He gave it to them, saying: “Drink of it, all of you; this cup is the new 
testament in My T blood, which is shed for you for the forgiveness of sins. This 
do, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of Me.” 

P As often as we eat this bread and drink this cup, we proclaim the Lord’s death 
until He comes.
